Gardeneris Tips for May

If you fertilized in March, give a second
application to lawns, landscape plants, and
establisherd annuals and perennials. Azaleas,
camellias, and rhododendrons prefer acid-type
fertilizer after blooming. Citrus prefers ferilizer
with iron. If you applied fertilizer in April, wait
4 weeks before feeding again. If you have not
fertilized yet, start now! The type of fertilizer

is not of critical importance. Despite a plantis
preference, and all-purpose fertilizer, high in

nitrogen, can be applied to almost everything.
